Chapter 1V: Rights of the Communities, Villages and
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indigenous peoples

Article 56 The communities, villages and indigenous
nationalities, the Afro-ecuadorian villages, the
“montubio” villages and the communes that form part of
the Ecuadorian State are singular and indivisible.
Avrticle 57 In conformity with the Constitution and other
pacts, conventions, declarations and other international
human rights instruments, the following collective
rights are recognized and guaranteed for the indigenous
communes, communities, villages and nationalities:
